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Kia Picanto 
The Picanto is a high volume product designed to achieve stronger penetration particularly in Europe, where it will contribute significantly to Kia’s goal of tripling sales in the region by 2005 and raising awareness of the Kia brand in general.  Designed to fit squarely in the A-segment, the Picanto continues Kia’s process of matching vehicles to the European market. 

A zesty little car with head-turning looks and a deceptive amount of interior room, the Picanto has attracted enormous interest and is well placed to reach 80,000 sales during its first 19 months on sale in the European market.  

As an entry-level vehicle, the Picanto is a very compelling buy for young, style-conscious consumers.  A modern, highly individual choice, the Picanto is equally at home on the daily run to work as on the week-end run to the sports field.  The Picanto’s fuel economy, and particularly its class-leading CO2 figures, reflect the push towards leaner, greener vehicles while its versatile seating configurations make it adaptable to just about any situation.  A diesel version of the vehicle will be available in 2005, increasing the appeal of the vehicle still further. 

The Picanto’s roomy interior makes it a class leader in terms of passenger space.  Headroom at the front is an impressive 1,003 mm while rear passengers enjoy 966 mm of space.  The Picanto also provides 1,041 mm of legroom at the front and 872 mm at the rear, providing ample space for both driver and passengers.  Shoulder room at the front is a generous 1,290 mm while passengers in the rear enjoy 1,292 mm.  The Picanto’s spacious trunk has a storage capacity of 157 litres with the seats raised, expanding to a maximum of 882 litres with both rear seats double folded. 

At present, Picanto comes with a choice of gasoline engines – a 1.0-litre (44.8 kW) or a 1.1-litre (47.7 kW) powerplant – that offer an excellent blend of sporty performance and outstanding fuel economy.  The standard transmission is a five-speed manual, but buyers of the 1.1-litre model may choose a four-speed automatic transmission. 

Highly efficient and lightweight, the engines promise dynamic performance and excellent fuel economy.  The Picanto is one of the world’s most efficient cars in its class in terms of CO2 emissions.  The 1.0-litre engine produces 118 g/km, the 1.1-litre generates 119 g/km (or 138 g/km with the automatic transmission).  A 1.1-litre (51.5 kW) diesel version of the Picanto is planned with a CO2 figure of 113 g/km. 

Driver and passenger airbags are installed as standard in most European models, protecting the driver from injury in the event of a frontal collision.  Side airbags are also available.  Three-point seatbelts are fitted to all seats, in the five-seat version.  Front seatbelts have pretensioners and load limiters.  ABS is standard for EU countries, with four disc brakes, and the system has an electronic brake force distributor (EBD).

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Kia Rio 

The Rio has been Kia Motor’s top selling export vehicle since January 2001.  Named for the fun-loving Brazilian city, the New Rio 5-door hatchback and 4-door sedan are designed for the budget-conscious consumer, but come with a range of standard features that really raise the bar in terms of luxury and comfort in the small car sector. 

The front view features the familiar chromed oval Kia badge, while the headlamps are less angular than on the original vehicle and feature multi-focus reflectors to ensure maximum illumination.  The side profile of the Rio is both stylish and functional, featuring a high ratio of glass to metal that promises a spacious, well-lit interior.  The sporty side window profile is emphasised by a blacked out doorframes and pillars.  The deep tailgate is topped by an optional spoiler and the rear combination lamps wrap around the corners of the car. 

The interior of the new Rio focuses on functionality and ergonomics.  The two-tone, full fabric trim blends style and comfort into a relaxing driving experience that is accentuated by a full range of convenience features.  The interior is light and airy, and sufficiently roomy not to compromise on comfort, with 1,078 mm of legroom at the front and 787 mm at the rear. 

Two gasoline engines are available, the base-edition 1.3-litre (60 kW) and an optional 1.5-litre (71 kW) engine.  A five-speed manual transmission is standard with both engines, but customers may chose a four-speed automatic with the 1.5 power unit. 

The new Rio’s suspension retains the MacPherson strut front suspension of its predecessor.  At the rear, car rides on a torsion beam axle.  The suspension system is supported by gas-filled shock absorbers as standard.  The Rio’s new chassis structure has been designed to reduce noise, vibration and harshness, resulting in a much quieter passenger compartment and a markedly smoother ride. 

The Rio’s 254 mm ventilated front disc brakes prevent heat build-up and deliver sure and stable braking performance.  The rear wheels are fitted with drum brakes incorporating an increased lining load for quieter braking operation. 

A driver airbag is installed as standard, protecting the driver from injury in the event of a frontal collision.  A passenger airbag and dual seat-mounted side-airbags are available as options to provide added protection. 

Three-point seatbelts are fitted for all five occupants and the front seatbelts have height-adjustable top mounts for greater security and a more comfortable fit.  All outboard seatbelts have pretensioners and load limiters to tighten the seat belt in the event of a collision.  Anchorage points are fitted at the rear for the fitting of a child safety seat.

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Kia Cerato 

The all-new Kia Cerato models, the five-door hatchback and four-door saloon, which went on sale across Europe this summer, are hugely significant introductions for the brand.  Cerato is Kia’s first diesel-powered passenger car, and the 1.5-litre and 2.0-litre diesel engines feature common-rail technology for the optimum balance between performance, economy and clean emissions. 

Styled to attract modern, image conscious consumers, the Cerato hatchback is a car that perfectly matches Kia’s ‘young, sporty and friendly’ brand aspirations, while the longer sedan has a crisp elegance and a distinctive coupe-like profile.  The Cerato is designed to increase the appeal of Kia’s C-segment offerings in Europe. 

Taller, wider and shorter than the outgoing Shuma, the new Cerato has a much longer (2610 mm) wheelbase, and offers significantly more cabin space than its predecessor – even though the new car is 30 mm (sedan) or 170 mm (hatchback) shorter. 

Both the gasoline engines are fitted with double overhead camshafts and 16-valves.  The 1.6 produces 77.2 kW, while the 2.0 unit features CVVT (continuously variable valve timing) which boosts power at low and medium revs), and generates 105 kW.  The all-new 1.5 CRDi diesel engine, which produces a maximum of 75 kW, will be available from Autumn 2004 and will deliver ‘best-in-class’ performance and fuel economy with 235.5 Nm of torque.  The 2.0 CRDi diesel engine develops 82.5 kW and a massive 245.2 Nm of torque at just 2,000 rpm. 

Manual transmissions come with five speeds, while the ‘adaptive’ automatics are four-speed units with electronics that match the transmission to the customers’ driving style.  

All-new, the two Cerato bodyshells are torsionaly stiff to ensure European standards of ride, handling and steering, while the all-disc braking system has ABS, EBD and BAS for maximum stopping power.  Based at Kia’s German R&D Centre, a fleet of prototype Cerato cars was road-tested all across Europe to fine-tune the suspension and ride characteristics to achieve the best ride-handling set-up for European customer tastes.  

For both body-styles, the five-seater cabin is equipped with dual front airbags, and depending on model, front side airbags and full length side curtain airbags.  For 2005 models, ‘active’ headrestraints are available for both front seats, and two new colours – Sport Blue Metallic and Brilliant Yellow are introduced.  

Cerato gives Kia a pair of bright new contenders in the battle for C-Segment sales.  While the five-door hatchback Cerato will be the predominant choice among customers in Europe, the four-door sedan will do well in several European countries.  It is sleeker than traditional three-box designs and the folding rear seats give it genuine load-carrying versatility.

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Kia Magentis 
The Magentis was significantly re-developed and restyled last year, with fresh exterior styling that added a sense of elegance and European chic to Kia’s executive-class saloon.  Smooth exterior lines and refined performance make it an excellent choice for the corporate driver, while its roomy interior and expansive trunk, give the Magentis a competitive edge in the family saloon-car market. 
Re-styled, clear-lens headlamps, plus a new horizontal radiator grille, chromed and displaying the oval Kia badge prominently in the centre, dominates the front view.  From the side, the Magentis features blacked-out doorframes and large windows.  Dominating the rear view are the tail-lights, which are split across the trunk.  With a choice of fabric or full leather trim, the interior is light and airy, and roomy enough to seat five adults in comfort, with 1100 mm of legroom at the front and 920 mm at the rear. 

The 2.0-litre (100 kW) engine is a quiet, economical powerplant that is ideal for the motorist with a range of improved performance economy and NVH characteristics.  The optional 2.5-litre V6 (124 kW) engine is a highly efficient, lightweight plant that promises dynamic performance coupled with excellent fuel economy.  The Magentis engines come with a choice of a five-speed manual transmission or a four-speed automatic gearbox. 
The Magentis features independent double wishbone front suspension with coil springs and an anti-roll bar.  At the rear, the independent multi-link set up features dynamic toe-in control (DTC) that helps maintain the wheels at the optimal angle to the road surface.  The suspension system is supported with gas-filled shock absorbers as standard. 

The interior of the Magentis has been designed to ensure comfortable, fatigue-free motoring.  For 2005 models, the leather seats and leather door trims have simplified shapes with fewer, more precisely executed stitch lines.  

The improved braking system is supplemented by a range of electronic systems that ensure the driver maintains complete control of the vehicle even when braking under difficult conditions. Approximately 50% of buyers are expected to be male.  The vehicle is also designed to appeal to fleet managers and offers a stylish executive saloon with a full range of features at a very attractive price.

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Kia Carens 

The New Carens was substantially remodelled last year to meet the requirements of the sophisticated European consumer and this year features a more powerful 2-litre gasoline engine, replacing the 1.8 unit, which brings real performance gains with no loss of fuel economy.  The New Carens is targeted at younger, less conservative motorists, and benefits from more than 30 exterior modifications and additional interior features. 

From the front, the New Carens features a sweeping character line on the bonnet that flows down to embrace the trapezoidal radiator grille, featuring the oval Kia logo prominently and clearly echoing the larger Carnival.  The side view incorporates a subtle character line that runs the length of the car.  The Carens’ rear is delicately scalloped to give the tail a more streamlined look.  The angled D-pillar both relieves the solidity of the side view, while the rear lamp cluster extends across the tailgate. 

The interior of the New Carens is a complete departure from its predecessor.  The central fascia features a metal grain surface finish on the distinctive, shield-shaped console.  The instrument cluster has been enlarged for clear visibility and ease of use and includes a digital odometer and trip meter.  The two-tone door trim is extended across the dashboard, replacing the wood trim on the original Carens to add a sense of elegance and style to the interior.  The interior of the New Carens offers generous headroom of 1003 mm in front and legroom of 787 mm in the second row, comparing very favourably with its competitors.  

Seating arrangements are highly flexible, with a 60:40 split rear seat that ensures that the Carens can be adapted to accommodate all the most popular combinations of passengers and cargo.  An extensive range of storage areas help to keep the passenger compartment tidy and secure.  Additional security is provided by a sturdy, extra-deep glove box in the front built to accommodate large, heavy items.  

Three engines are available, the 1.6-litre (77 kW) and new 2.0-litre (102 kW) gasoline units and a 2.0-litre (83 kW) CRD common rail diesel.  Both the 2.0-litre engines come with a choice of five-speed manual or four-speed automatic.  

MacPherson strut suspension at the front and dual link suspension at the back, combine with gas-filled shock absorbers to smooth out the bumps in the road and provide a stable, comfortable ride.  Ventilated front disc brakes and rear solid disc brakes provide surefooted, confident braking backed by ABS and traction control system to reduce wheel spin on slippery surfaces.  For 2005 models, high-performance Michelin tyres are standard on the diesel model and optional on the gasoline versions. 

Security features include keyless entry, child safety doors and a central locking system.  An optional rear parking aid system on the EX model employs three ultrasound sensors to detect obstacles when the vehicle is reversing.

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Kia Carnival 

The Carnival is one of Kia Motor’s top selling vehicles and has won multiple awards for safety and value, including Best Value MPV, Best Diesel MPV and Best Used Car.  The vehicle became the first Kia vehicle ever to win a Vehicle Safety Score award from US consultancy AutoPacific, when it took top honours in the MPV category in 2002.  The US version of the vehicle is also the first Kia to be awarded a five-star safety rating by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) crash tests. 

The Carnival’s front view is dominated by the heavy-duty bumper and the distinctive radiator grille featuring the chromed Kia logo.  Integrated 4-level headlamps provide a refined, sophisticated touch and are complemented by front fog lamps integrated into the bumper.  The side view is softer and features a number of chrome highlights on the side protectors and the external door handles.  The sliding side door engages into a concealed runner to maintain the fluidity of the side.  The rear view features simplified quadrangular rear lamps.  A chrome garnish on the rear door, adds a touch of style. 

The Carnival’s driver sits high for excellent visibility from the expansive glass area.  The centre console is curves slightly around the driver, to put all controls at fingertip reach.  The dashboard has been kept simple with a clear, spacious layout that positions controls and instruments intuitively.  The standard dual climate control system, which can be operated from the front and rear of the Carnival, offers dual temperature zones with independent settings possible for the front and the rear of the vehicle. 

Carnival’s 2-2-3 seating structure and its clever centre console-mounted transmission shift lever, allows full walk-through from front to rear.  Mid-row seats have a slide adjustment and, as well as reclining, the backs can be folded flat on the cushion to provide large, flat, tray surfaces (complete with cup holders), for picnics.  Three-point seatbelts are provide for all occupants. 

The Carnival comes with two engine options, a 2.9-litre (106.3 kW) CRD common rail diesel and a 2.5-litre (110 kW) V6 gasoline power unit.  Both come with a choice of a five-speed manual transmission or four-speed automatic gearbox.  

The front suspension is a familiar heavy-duty MacPherson strut design, while the rear suspension is built around a durable five-link system with coil springs and nitrogen-filled shock absorbers.  High strength stainless steel anti-roll bars have been added both front and rear to improve cornering and cross-wind stability. 

Powerful brakes, responsive steering and a comfortable and well laid out driving environment all contribute to the high levels of active safety.  Secondary safety is also a high priority.  The passenger cell is surrounded by impact absorption zones, with the subframe at the front also designed to guide the engine away from the passenger compartment in a frontal accident.

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Kia Sportage  

The all-new Kia compact SUV, which makes it’s world debut at the Paris Motor Show, is called the ‘SPORTAGE’ – reviving the name of Kia’s earlier 4x4 model which sold strongly all around the world during the 1990s.  Following a comprehensive review of name connotations, public opinion polls, and effectiveness as a global brand, Kia ultimately decided to keep the famous name for its latest SUV. 

Longer, wider and higher than the old Sportage and the average small SUV, the new five-seater Sportage offer customers much of the technical sophistication and stylish looks of the popular Sorento, but in a smaller package.  The 4350 mm long SPORTAGE will be available with a single unitary body-type (5-door hatchback), but with a choice of three engines (2-litre and 2.7-litre-V6 gasoline units or a 2-litre diesel), two-wheel or four-wheel-drive powertrains, five-speed manual as standard and two trim/equipment levels.  On both the diesel and V6 engines, a four-speed automatic transmissions (with fully automatic or manual sequential gear selection) will be available as an option. 

The generous dimensions of the new SPORTAGE have been used to boost both passenger and luggage space, and to greatly improve the ride and handling, and the ‘on’ and ‘off’ road performance.  The 60/40 split rear seat backrests fold to create a spacious, square-sided, flat-floored cargo area and the top-hinged tailgate features a flip-up window (like the Sorento) for loading versatility.  The smooth, sophisticated looks of the newcomer are enhanced by carrying the spare wheel inside the vehicle – rather than hung on the side-hinged tailgate like the previous model.  

In line with its position as Europe’s fastest growing brand, Kia views the new Sportage is a ‘next generation’ vehicle – spacious, elegant and adaptable.  It offers consumers three modern vehicles in one – with Passenger car refinement, ride and handling, SUV exterior, ease of access and four-wheel grip, plus Wagon-like versatility, people space and cargo space. 

Kia anticipates that the SUV market in Europe will expand rapidly from 500,000 in 2004 to approximately 700,000 by 2007, with small SUVs, like the Sportage, accounting for one third of those sales.  The new Sportage is intended to meet this growing demand and represents as big step forwards for Kia’s SUV in suppression of NVH and offers buyers the latest active and passive safety technology, including ABS and ESP, plus side and curtain airbags.  

The explosive popularity of the original SPORTAGE, first introduced in 1993, enabled it to become Kia’s best-seller globally. 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Kia Pregio 

The Kia Pregio 1,000 kg long-body panel van has been significantly improved for the 2004 model year and is now on sale across Europe.  The new model is available with a choice of three-seater or six-seater cabs, and has re-freshed styling with a more European appearance – outside and inside, plus enhanced refinement, improved driving environment and modified suspension.  

The Pregio retains all the useful-everyday features which endeared the original to its numerous world-wide owners.  Standard equipment includes power steering, air-conditioning, electric front windows, and central locking – depending on model. 

First introduced in late 1995, the Pregio became famed for its ability to ‘work like a van and ride like a sedan’.  It has a longitudinally mounted engine, positioned between the front wheels, beneath the cab, and driving the rear wheels.  When fully laden a large percentage of the vehicle’s weight is over the driven wheels, giving good traction. 

For 2004, the front of the Pregio has been extended by 80 mm and houses larger, more sculptural headlamps which incorporate the turn-indicators under clear lens.  At the rear, the new model is distinguished by new lamps clusters joined by a deluxe garnish and the all-new, stronger rear bumper has a non-slip step plate like an SUV.  

For a panel van that is under 5-metres long, the Pregio offers customers an unbeatable load-carrying ability.  On the 3-seater model, maximum load volume is 4.1 cubic metres.  Easily loaded and unloaded through the nearside sliding side door (with safety open-lock) and large tailgate, the cargo area measures 2650 mm long, 1560 mm wide and 1340 mm high at its extreme edges. The lower half of the sides are double skinned, protecting the vehicle sides from load damage.  The two section load barrier bulkhead behind the cabin has a large window and is fully removable.  

Kia’s well-proven 2.5-litre, type 4D56-TCI diesel engine produces a maximum power of 69 kW and maximum torque 221 Nm at a usefully low 2,000 rpm.  For the 2004 model, the engine bay has increased sound-proofing.  

For fatigue-free, safe driving the Pregio has power-steering and powerful front disc brakes as standard.  The van’s steel monocoque body-on-frame construction is immensely strong and has energy-absorbing features. The latest version of the Kia Motors Corporation’s hugely popular K-Series light trucks – the K2500 TCi – will go on sale from October 2004 in Europe, offering customers even more generous dimensions, more attractive styling and the ability to carry a 1,300 kg payload.  The new K-Series offers customers a choice of three cabin layouts: Standard, King and Double cab, with three or six seats.  It also features a turbocharged, 2.5-litre, 69 kW 4D56 TCi diesel engine, tuned to deliver 220 Nm of torque at just 2,000 rpm. 

The new Kia K2500 has been significantly improved and has re-freshed styling with a more European appearance – outside and inside, plus enhanced refinement, greatly improved driving environment and modified smoother-riding suspension.  It retains all the practical features which attracted so many customers around the world. 

Following the Kia design philosophy also applied to the Pregio panel van, the K-Series became famed for its ability to ‘work like a truck and ride like a sedan’.  The new K2500’s chassis layout puts a large percentage of the vehicle’s weight is over the driven rear wheels, giving good traction. 

For a light truck that is just over 5-metres long, the K2500 gives customers an unbeatable 1,300 kg load-carrying ability.  All three models have a common load bed width, but the load bed length varies with cab size.  On the Standard Cab model the load bed is 3110 mm long, on King Cab models it is 2860 mm long and for Double Cab it is 2185 mm.  Every model features a steel four-bar vertical safety barrier behind the cab, and easy to operate rubber-topped side rails and tail gate which can be raised or lowered individually. 

Kia’s well-proven four cylinder 2.5-litre, type 4D56-TCi turbocharged diesel engine produces a maximum power of 69 kW and maximum torque 221 Nm at 2,000 rpm.  For the 2004 model, the engine mounting rubbers are enlarged and the hinged engine bay cover is fitted with a heavy-duty acoustic double-seal to reduce noise levels in the cabin.  The proven K-Series suspension layout is carried over, but with small changes that bring good customer benefits.  Both front and rear, the suspension now features a pair of gas-filled shock absorbers which give consistent handling when lightly or heavily laden. 
One of the safety benefits of the new K2500’s fatigue-free cabin environment, is the vehicle’s ability to keep the driver fresh and alert.  The steering is accurate and lightly weighted, gas-filled shock absorbers give a smooth ride – unladen or fully loaded – and good stability, while powerful ventilated front disc brakes are standard.  

All three types of cab feature immensely strong steel and an energy-absorbing design developed to carry impact forces under the occupants.  Each cab has thicker steel and the high-strength chassis rails mount a robust cross-member beneath the cabin.

· Improved anti-corrosion treatments for engine / transmission external surfaces
